Use verb phrases to create subtle differences (e.g.
she began to run).

Consistently organize into paragraphs.

Link ideas across paragraphs using adverbials of
time (e.g. later), place (e.g. nearby) and number
(e.g. secondly).

Write legibly, fluently and with increasing speed.
